Here are five recommendations from the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children and Attorney General Jim Petro for preparations
parents can make in the unlikely event that their children are ever missing:

1. Keep a complete wrltten description of the child.  This includes height, weight, hair and eye color, and date of birth.  Include any
other physical characteristics such as eyeglasses, braces, or pierced ears.

2. Take color photographs of your children every six months.  Children change quickly as they grow.  Head and shoulder portraits,
such as those taken by school photographers, are best.

3. Have your family dentist keep up-to-date dental charts.   Make sure the charts are updated after every examination.  If you move,
you should get a copy from your former dentist and keep them yourself until you have found a new dentist.

4. Know where your child’s medical records are located.  Medical records, particularly x-rays, can be invaluable in helping identify
a recovered child.  It is important to have all permanent scars, birthmarks, blemishes, and broken bones recorded.  Ask your family
doctor how you can get those records if the need arises.

5. Have your child fingerprinted.  Properly taken fingerprints can be useful in identifying children.  Local law enforcement agencies
can help.  They will give you the fingerprint card and will not keep a record of the child’s prints.
